lotol
is the signed lower tolerance, or in the case where var_4 does not exist and the two features do not resolve to points then lotol is the signed lower tolerance in the input format and is the most negative deviation from nominal in the output format.

uptol
is the signed upper tolerance, or in the case where var_4 does not exist and the two features do not resolve to points the hitol is signed upper tolerance in the input format and is most positive deviation from nominal in the output format.

lolimt
is the lower limit dimension in the input format and the actual minimum distance in the output format.

uplimt
is the upper limit dimension in the input format and the actual maximum distance in the output format.

Note:
In the case where var_4 exists or the two features do resolve to points then lolimt and uplimt will have the same value in the output format.
